The following are our responses to the first review of the preliminary plat.

Utility Engineer Tim Beasley PE (919) 996-2176

1. Sewer may need to be further extended to lot 247 if the sewer service from this lot to MH 154
exceeds 45 degrees

Response: This manhole has been relocated allow for a 45 degree angle off of the sewer main.

2. The greenway path will need to meander around the sewer MHs

Response: An email was sent on May 6™ that outlined the alignment and approval for the
greenway with initial Kalas Falls development. Feedback was requested from the Town and City
on the preferred alignment and possible clearances needed between the greenway and
manholes. We are waiting on a response from all reviewers.

3. Eventhough the lot is designated as open space, the lot east of lot 269 will need access to public
sewer.

Response: It will be dedicated and recorded as open space, and don’t anticipate the need for
any public utility service. We believe that we will have a utility conflict with the proposed

drainage and would like to review this with the phase 1 construction drawings if at all possible.

4. The storm pipe between lots 12 and 13 cannot run parallel within the CORSSE

Response: The structures have been relocated to the outside easement edge.

5. Additional sewer easement dedication will be needed for PIN: 1768306321 and the upstream
adjacent lots fronting Catlett Farm Rd

Response: An easement has been added per e-mail correspondence on 5-6-20.
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6. The final Downstream Sewer Capacity Study in compliance with the CORPUD Handbook must be
completed prior to CD approval. Any improvements identified by the study would be required to
be permitted prior to the issuance of Building Permit & constructed prior to release of a
Certificate of Occupancy

Response: Noted.

7. Offsite water and sewer easements must be reviewed by the City of Raleigh and recorded by
deed prior to CD approval

Response: Noted.
