The conveyance of the Property by Grantor to Grantee satisfies that certain zoning condition applicable to the Parker Ridge subdivision requiring the dedication of the Property to Grantee for use as a public park whereby the Property is credited to the open space requirements of the Parker Ridge subdivision.


All or a portion of the Property herein conveyed does not include the primary residence of Grantor.


TO HAVE AND TO HOLD the Property and all privileges and appurtenances thereto belonging to the Grantee in fee simple.


And Grantor covenants with Grantee that Grantor has done nothing to impair such title as Grantor received, and Grantor will warrant and defend the title against the lawful claims of all persons claiming by, under or through Grantor, except for the exceptions hereinafter stated.
